Hi,

We are gearing up quickly for 2011. It is time to start accepting members for the 2011 season.
This year we will be planting more perennials for the CSA.  Blueberries, raspberries,  fig trees, and maybe some Asian pears are in the plans. The fig trees will go in the large hoop house with the raspberries. Our hope is that the hoop house will offer enough protection for the figs from our cold winters. All of these will take several years to produce in any quantity, and 2011 is the year to begin.
Strawberries, garlic and shallots were planted last fall and are insulated under a wonderful layer of snow. Fortunately we saved our garlic seed from last year. There was a disease in seed garlic on the East Coast in the 2010 harvest. Ours was tested and found to be disease free. The extension agent who tested it at Cornell said it was some of the best looking garlic he had seen. Yipee!
Drew placed his seed orders early because the varieties he wanted to try last year sold out quickly. The first large order has already arrived and the others are ordered. We do save some seeds from year to year. Tony tomatoes of course, habaneras, the sweet habaneras, orange jalapeno shaped sweet peppers, fish peppers, large tomatillos (they were huge this year), and some cantaloupe are the seeds we have saved for the 2011 season.
The website is being updated. Drew has written 'The Dirt.'  That is his page; he says there will be more later.  ‘The Farmer's Diary’ will be Joan’s words. Currently I am adding pictures on the ‘Name that Veggie’ page. I have figured out how to make a table and add pictures. So it will be easier to find the name of the vegetable you don’t recognize when you get them home. There will be new recipes as well.
Several musicians have confirmed they’ll play this summer. We’ll get the dates out earlier this year so you can save the date.
