Here is what is happening on the farm. There are two new greenhouses up. They are 20 x 50. These are to help grow more plants in the correct conditions. We spent a lot of time moving flats or plants around because of the need for different temperatures. Crops like lettuce or kale need cooler temps while peppers, tomatoes and watermelon need warmer temps. Now each greenhouse can be set for each group of plants. 

There is one greenhouse 20x 200 that is getting plastic on as I write. I will have new pictures up today.

The Chinese Weeder Geese and Guinea hens are here!!! The Geese were the cutest things they arrived and were as yellow as a crayon. They will follow you if you honk like a goose. I feel a little funny honking but it works. They love my son Andrew. He honks and can be seen in the grass with 16 baby geese all around him. 

 We are having a real problem with a fox. She has eaten about 75 of my chickens. Yes there are feathers everywhere. We began the winter with about 90 I have 4 left. So I am being very careful with the new babies; and, they only go out supervised or in a cage.

The Guinea hens were delivered by parcel post yesterday. The woman at the post office made show ID to get them, she’s new. She felt that she was protecting my mail. Go figure – who else in White Hall wants Guinea Hens. She said you would be surprised how many chicks came thru there. I wanted to say no one who get chicks really wants Guinea hens- they are different. 

The Guinea hens are the tiniest birds we have gotten and are they fast. They jumped out of the box and started chasing the other chickens. They look like dirt. So all you see is a brown moving dot.
